Carbon Legislation

ÅClimate Change Bill ςCarbon Reduction Commitment

ÅStarting in April 2010, the Carbon Reduction 
Commitment(CRC)is the UK's first mandatory carbon 
trading scheme.*

ÅEnergy Certification (EPCs) is now required before 
sale, letting, construction and assignment of property. 

ÅCode for Sustainable Homes & Merton Rule.

ÅProspect of increased carbon taxation on business.
* The CRC will cover all organisations whose electricity consumption through half 

hourly metersis greater than 6,000MWh/yr ςequivalent to an annual electricity bill 
of ~£500k.



Government Incentives

ÅFrom April 2010 Govt backed feed-in or cash back 
tariff for wind and solar electricity micro-generators.

ÅPower companies will pay 36.5p for every KW of 
electricity produces by a solar PV panel.

ÅIn 2011 the Government will introduce incentives for 
generating solar hot water around 10-25p per unit.

ÅSome interest free loans and tax incentives available 
for business.



2009 OFGEM REPORT

ÅThe Ofgem analysis should act as a wake-up call to all 
politicians. It clearly states that as the economy

Å Provides businesses with enhanced tax relief for 
investment in equipment that meets published 
energy-saving criteria.

Å Write off cost in 1st year.

Å E.g. Corporation tax at 28% - every £1,000 spent on 
equipment would reduce tax bill in the year of 
purchase by £280.
